Reading
In Key Stage One, reading with your child is
crucial to their understanding of vocabulary and
their development as readers. Take the time to
ask them questions about what they have read.

A parent information and homework sheet outlines what we will be doing
each week in class and gives suggestions of additional activities which can
be completed if appropriate.

Extra activities...

Children should be given the opportunity to
visit the library, explore the local area and take
part in extra-curricular activities which will
broaden their horizons still further even at this
young age.
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How can parents help?
